The form should include information such 
as the reason for  the proposed change, whether the course 
i s  a dupl ication or approximation of courses now being 
offered, whether the caurse i s  a required or elective course 
for i ny major outside the department p r o p ~ s i n g the change, 
information relative to staffing i f  the change included a 
unit change, and new faci 1 i t i e s ,  materials, and equipment 
that m i g h t  be required i f  the change i s  implemented.
