1.
Be enrolled in the College of Agriculture, Food, and Environmental Sciences or have an agriculture-related career objective.

2.
Have attended Cal Poly for at least one quarter.

3.
Have a Cal Poly Cumulative GPA of 2.50 or greater, after Fall Quarter.

4.
Attend and sign in at least two general Agriculture Ambassador meeting on Thursdays at 7:00 a.m. in Building 10 Room 100.
5.
Obtain the Agriculture Ambassador Advisor’s signature – only after packet is complete!

6. Complete and turn in to the Ag Ambassador Office (10-239) by 5 pm on November 20th, the attached application (MUST BE TYPED TO BE CONSIDERED) including two letters of reference from Cal Poly faculty members (reference forms are attached.) These letters must be sealed in individual envelopes with the recommender's signature across the envelope seal.

7. Be able to attend a formal interview with current Ag Ambassadors, Advisors, and Cal Poly faculty on either December 1 or 2, 2009. 
8. If accepted, be able to attend the training retreat on January 9 and 10, 2010.
