Due to budgetary constraints and limited resources, KINE 300, 306 and 308 will not be offered again after Fall 2008. Students MUST take the following courses in sequence: KINE 300/306/308; KINE 419; KINE 421; KINE 422; KINE 423; KINE 425. 

4 KINE 255 will also meet the USCP requirement. If KINE 250 is taken, be sure to fulfill the USCP requirement with another course from the catalog. 
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
