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BFSA/SBES Pre-Collegiate Initiative (PCI) Scholarship Program Guidelines

BACKGROUND & MISSION STATEMENT:
The mission of the Society of Black Engineers and Scientists (SBES) is “to increase the number of culturally responsible black engineers who excel academically, succeed professionally, and positively impact the community.” It is this mission statement that this scholarship program is intended to fulfill. The purpose of the Black Faculty and Staff Association is to “establish and facilitate communication amongst Cal Poly Black faculty, staff, students, members of the Central Coast Black Community, and all other interested persons within the university, state, and nation. Instigate action for the better understanding and teaching of Black students. Promote education, learning, and leadership experiences through community action. Provide services to California Polytechnic State University and the Central Coast community. Gain a broad professional awareness and contribute to the resolution of problems in education.” The BFSA/SBES Pre-Collegiate Scholarship was developed to provide financial assistance to three high school members who will be enrolled in Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo in Fall 2007 with the goal of excelling academically, developing strong professionalism, and establishing an environment that promotes better teaching and understanding of Black students.
PURPOSE:
The purpose of the Society of Black Engineers and Scientists (SBES)/Black Faculty and Staff Association (BFSA) PCI Scholarship Program is to assist high school students in achieving their higher education goals at Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo. This SBES/BFSA scholarship is available on a competitive basis to incoming undergraduate students who contribute to the goals of the BFSA and SBES. 

Awards are to be disbursed in the following amounts according to major:
Engineering: $ 500 disbursed in Fall 2007 ($250) and disbursed in Spring 2008 ($250)

Science: $ 500 disbursed in Fall 2007 ($250) and disbursed in Spring 2008 ($250)

Non-technical Major: $ 500 disbursed throughout the year
ELIGIBILITY:
You must be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident who will be enrolled at Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo for Fall 2007. The applicant is expected to be a full-time student in good academic standing (GPA > 2.0) during the academic term in which the scholarship was received. The winners of the Engineering/Sciences scholarships are expected to become active members of SBES during the scholarship period (Fall 2007 – Spring 2008). The winner of the non-technical major scholarship is expected to become an active member of the Cal Poly Black Student Union (BSU) or the Allensworth Mentoring Program (AMP).
APPLICATION PERIOD AND DEADLINES:
The scholarship application and all the required documents must be postmarked no later than Friday March 2, 2007 for acceptance of application. Confirmation (certified) mail is encouraged because you will be able to ensure the arrival of your application to our office. You can also use the return receipt option to ensure arrival of your application to our office. Our scholarship policy grants no exceptions or extensions beyond the specified deadline.
